
Doeren Mayhew Timeline 1931-2012

1930 2012

1931
Prior to 1931, Karl M. Doeren worked for
Dodge Accounting, Richard’s Audit Co., and
finally Isenberg Purdy at 1100 Lakepointe,
Grosse Pointe Park. These firms were small
businesses and shared space at the Lakepointe
duplex location. In 1931 Karl formed Karl
M. Doeren & Co. at the same address.

1977
The business name changed back to
Doeren Mayhew & Co. to accommodate
the addition of new partners.

1984
The name of the firm was changed to
Doeren Mayhew & Co., P.C.

1934
The firmed moved entirely to
the First National Bank Building.

1937
The firm moved to 1863
Penobscot Building in Detroit.

1941
Bruce R. Mayhew was hired as an
accountant. Bruce had graduated
from University of Detroit in 1939.
His first job was bookkeeper with
Mistele Coal Co. In 1941 Karl
Doeren hired Bruce at the wage of
$35 per month with the guarantee
that for each subsequent year he
stayed with the firm his salary
would be doubled.

1951
The firm changed its name to
Doeren Mayhew & Co. and
moved to 16865 Livernois Road,
Detroit. Bruce Mayhew’s affiliation
with the University of Detroit
helped influence the admission of
the next three partners.

1957
T. Earl Garrett was
named partner.

1958
Doeren Mayhew & Co. changed
its name to Doeren Mayhew
Grob & McNamera and moved
the office to 429 Livernois,
between 8 and 9 Mile Roads.

1979
Doeren Mayhew & Co. moved to
755 W. Big Beaver in Troy.

1940
Karl M. Doeren & Co. moved to
3561 Penobscot Building.

1944
Bruce R. Mayhew became a
partner in Karl M. Doeren & Co.

1953
Emil C. Grob and James E.
McNamara were named
partners.

1933
Karl opened an additional office
at 2262 First National Bank
Building in Detroit.

1935
Karl moved his business from
the 22nd floor of the First
National building to 2306
Guardian Building in Detroit.

2011
Doeren Mayhew Merges with
Houston-Based CPA firm TR
Moore & Company.
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
